· 87 Roxbury Road, owned by Pratt and Whitney

· 43 St. Regis St. – town tree, fell on residence property, town cleaned up right of way

· 60 Driver Road – private tree hanging over on right of way

· 531 Main Street – private tree owned by state fell on car
